Instructions: Please complete below a first, discussion draft of your goals to share with your supervisor and cooperating teacher.  Goals should be in final form, in writing, and on file with supervisors and cooperating teachers no later than September 14, 2011.
As you establish goals, consider those aspects of student teaching about which you may be concerned.  For example, do you feel confident about identifying measurable objectives and planning meaningful differentiations, are you thinking about classroom management strategies, and ways to monitor student learning and adjust as needed, is the pacing of lessons—(fitting in initiation and closure) an issue, and are you still grappling with designing meaningful units of instruction (as opposed to stand-alone lessons)?  The student teaching practicum is designed to give you the opportunity to acquire real-life skills in all of these areas, and your cooperating teacher and university supervisor will be there to guide you through the learning.
 These goals and your reflections on your achievement of them will constitute a major part of the Conclusion of the Student Teaching Portfolio.  Keep in mind that student teaching is only 13 weeks; you should establish between three and five goals, and be sure that they are practical, realistic, and measurable.  Be sure to read the student teaching evaluation rubric before you finalize your goals.  
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
