Black History Month is a remembrance of 
important people and events in the history of the Af-
rican diaspora. It is celebrated annually in most 
countries worldwide in the month of 
February, while in the UK it is held in the month of 
October. 
 
After leaving Howard University because of differences with its president, 
Dr. Carter G. WoodsonóAfrican-American historian, author, journalistó
devoted the rest of his life to historical research. He also worked to pre-
serve the history of African Americans and accumulated a collection of 
thousands of artifacts and publications. He noted their contributions 
"were overlooked, ignored, and even suppressed by the writers of history 
textbooks and the teachers who use them." Race prejudice, he con-
cluded, "is merely the logical result of tradition, the inevitable outcome of 
thorough instruction to the effect that the Negro has never contributed 
anything to the progress of mankind."  In 1926, Woodson single-handedly 
pioneered the celebration of "Negro History Week", for the second week 
in February, to coincide with marking Abraham Lincoln and Frederick 
Douglass's birthdays. The week was later extended to the entire month 
and renamed Black History Month.

TRIALS � Summer Law School Prep Course 
TRIALS is an acronym for �Training and Recruitment Initiative for Admission to Leading Law Schools.� It is a residential scholarship 
program that helps talented and motivated undergraduates of modest means earn acceptance to the nation�s leading law 
schools.  TRIALS is a collaboration of NYU School of Law, Harvard Law School and the Advantage Testing Foundation, a public ser-
vice org dedicated to expanding opportunities for higher ed. 
For five weeks in July and early August, TRIALS students reside at Harvard or NYU to receive intensive LSAT instruction and a se-
ries of lectures by prominent lawyers and scholars to introduce them to the legal profession.  Students have no expenses associated 
with the program and will receive a $3000 stipend to supplement their summer income. 
Applications from aspiring students of any background whose personal circumstances, self-identifications and unique perspectives 
might place them outside the mainstream of typical law school applicants are welcome.  Students with strong academic credentials, 
well-articulated ambitions and documented financial need will compete for twenty spots in the 2009 class.
