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CERTAIN COUNSELORS EXCLUDED FROM REPORTING
Campus “Pastoral Counselors” and campus “Professional Counselors,” when  
acting as such, are not considered to be campus security authorities and are  
not required to report crimes for inclusion in the annual disclosure of crime  
statistics.  As a matter of policy, they are encouraged, if and when they deem  
it appropriate, to inform persons being counseled of the procedures to report 
crimes on a voluntary basis for inclusion in the annual crime statistics.

Pastoral Counselor has been defined as an employee of an institution who is 
associated with a religious order or denomination, recognized by that religious 
order or denomination as someone who provides confidential counseling, and 
who is functioning as a pastoral counselor within the scope of that recognition.

Professional Counselor has been defined as an employee of an institution whose 
official responsibilities include providing psychological counseling to members of 
the institution’s community, and who is functioning within the scope of his  
or her license or certification.

DEFINITIONS
These definitions are used in 
Department of Education  
publications:

Murder/Non-negligent 
manslaughter: The willful 
(non-negligent) killing of one 
human being by another. 

Forcible sex offenses (includ-
ing forcible rape): Any sexual 
act directed against another 
person, forcibly and/or against 
that person’s will; or not forc-
ibly or against the person’s will 
where the victim is incapable 
of giving consent.

Non-forcible sex offenses: 
Unlawful, non-forcible intercourse. Only two types of offenses are included in 
this definition: Incest and statutory rape. 

Robbery: The taking or attempted taking of anything of value from the care, cus-
tody, or control of a person or persons by force or threat of force or violence and/or 
by putting the victim in fear.

Aggravated assault: An unlawful attack by one person upon another for the 
purpose of inflicting severe or aggravated bodily injury. This type of assault  
usually is accompanied by the use of a weapon or by means likely to produce 
death or great bodily harm. Simple assaults are excluded.

Burglary: The unlawful entry of a structure to commit a felony or a theft. 

Motor vehicle theft: The theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle. A motor 
vehicle is self-propelled and runs on the surface, not on rails. Motorboats, con-
struction equipment, airplanes, and farming equipment are specifically excluded 
from this category.

Arson: Any willful or malicious burning or attempt to burn — with or without 
intent to defraud— a dwelling house, public building, motor vehicle or aircraft,  
personal property of another, etc.

Negligent manslaughter: The killing of another person through gross negligence.

IMPORTANT PHONE NUMBERS MISSING STUDENT NOTIFICATION POLICY
The Higher Education Opportunity Act of 2008 requires the establishment of a 
Missing Student Notification Policy and related procedures. 

It shall be the policy of the University of New Haven Police Department that 
a report will immediately be taken from any source reporting concerns that a 
student might be missing, and an investigation will immediately begin. Any 
student, staff or faculty member who becomes aware of the possibility of a miss-
ing student should report that information, without delay, to the UNH Police 
Department at 203.932.7070.

The immediate investigative steps will include broadcasting identifying informa-
tion regarding the missing student and interviewing appropriate people includ-
ing roommates, friends, etc. Additional steps include obtaining a photograph of 
the student, and sharing it with appropriate persons including food service staff, 
library staff, faculty, etc. Efforts will be made to locate any vehicle registered to 
the missing student.  

The Dean of Students and appropriate Residence Life Staff will be notified and 
will assist as needed in attempting to locate the missing student. Information 
Services will be employed to check email and card key access accounts. Social 
Networking websites will be checked for recent activity.

The assistance of outside agencies will be employed as needed. If there is reason 
to believe that the missing student has been the victim of foul play or is other-
wise endangered, additional notification systems will be employed.

In addition to registering an emergency contact, students residing in on-campus 
housing have the option to identify, confidentially, an individual to be contacted 
by UNH in the event the student is determined to be missing for more than 24 
hours. If a student has identified such an individual, UNH will notify that per-
son after the student is determined to be missing. Students who wish to identify 
a confidential contact may do so by calling the Office of Residential Life.

If the missing student is under the age of 18 and is not an emancipated indi-
vidual, UNH will notify the student’s parent or legal guardian immediately once 
the Universtiy of New Haven Police Department has determined that the stu-
dent has been missing for more than 24 hours.

The family, or confidential contact person designated by the student, will be 
notified no later than 24 hours after the student is determined to be missing.

Once the missing person has been located, appropriate notifications will be made 
by the UNH Police Department.

There was one minor fire in 2008 when a piece of paper on an interior residence hall 
door was ignited. The paper self-extinguished. There was no damage (other than to 
the paper), and there were no injuries. There were no reported fires in on-campus resi-
dence halls during calendar year 2009.

All on-campus residence halls are fully sprinklered and equipped with emergency 
lighting. Both systems have battery back-up. All residence halls are equipped with 
portable fire extinguishers. The UNH Police Department maintains a daily Fire Log 
that is open to public onspection. The log is required to list all fires in on-campus 
residence halls. Each sleeping area is equipped with a local smoke detector, and rated 
fire doors.  All hallway and elevator smoke detectors and pull stations put the build-
ing into general alarm. Residents are warned through the use of audible signals and 
strobe lights. The building alarm is monitored 24 hours a day, 365 days a year.  The 
monitoring service contacts the Allingtown Fire Department as well as the University 
of New Haven Police Department which brings all levels of response. Fire evacuation 
drills are conducted once each semester in each residence hall.  Residents are trained in 
evacuation procedures and are instructed to meet at predetermined meeting places.

State law and University regulations prohibit smoking in all residence halls.  
Possession of fireworks, any combustible or explosive composition, or any substance 
or article prepared for the purpose of producing a visible or audible effect by combus-
tion, explosion, deflagration, or detonation is prohibited on campus.  Incense burn-
ers, candles, extension cords, halogen lamps and all open flame devices are strictly 
prohibited in residence halls.  The only permitted extension cord-type device is a UL 
approved power strip with a built-in circuit breaker.  The only portable electric appli-
ances permitted in residence halls are those with acceptable power requirements and 
that have the UL seal of approval. Periodic fire safety inspections are conducted by the 
Allingtown Fire Marshal and by the Residence Life staff.

Any fire should be immediately reported to 9.1.1 (West Haven Emergency Reporting 
System).  Notification must also be made to the University of New Haven Police 
Department 203.932.7070. Other notifications, as needed, will be made by the UNH 
Police Dispatcher. The Residence Life staff trains students in fire safety, and evacua-
tion procedures. Additionally, all freshmen residents are required to participate in an 
online fire safety program (NIFAST) that educates them on correct fire safety proce-
dures, evacuation routes for the particular dormitory they are housed in, and aware-
ness of fire suppression systems currently available on campus. Faculty and staff are 
referred to the University’s Emergency Response Plan which is available on the UNH 
web site. Students from the Fire Science Club are also conducting regular checks of 
portable fire extinguishers to confirm that inspections are up-to-date. They are also 
conducting tests of emergency lighting and AEDs.
